GENERAL INFORMATION

The Pre-Degree programme lasts for one academic session. Each candidate who successfully completes the programme, after
adequate counseling, will choose from the Degree programmes listed hereunder. However, placements would depend on
performance and available spaces. Candidates must also take the 2022 Unified Tertiary Matriculation Examination (UTME) to
be eligible for consideration for admission into the University and must obtain a minimum score as may be determined by the

University.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
- Applicants for admission to the programmes are expected to have a minimum of five  O' Level Credit Passes at one or two
sittings in English Language, in addition to, Credit Passes in Mathematics and three other Science subjects for Science-based
courses; Credit Passes in Mathematics and three other Social Science subjects for all Social Science-based courses; and Credit
Passes in four Arts subjects for all Arts-based courses.
- Eligible candidates may be selected for admission through entrance examination. The candidates who are awaiting O' Level
results can also apply but their admission to the Degree programmes will be subject to possessing the relevant O' Level results.
- Pre-Degree candidates are required to take the 2022 UTME and obtain Pass mark as may be determined by the University.
- Admission of candidates will be dependent on their Weighted Average Score in the

academic session, the UTME score and their ranking with respect to the cut-off

marks for the chosen courses.
